Od dezinformacnych operdcii po populisticku rétoriku a zahrani¢nu propagandu, pokracujuce
neliberdlne Gtoky na liberdlne demokracie maju za ciel Sirit a vyuZivat konSpiracné
presvedcenia. ZvySeny zaujem o vyskum konspiraénych presvedcéeni viedol k dvom hlavnym
prudom vyskumu. Po prvé, vyskum o konspiraénych presvedceniach zd6raznil psychologické
rizikové faktory a zdokumentoval rozsah negativnych désledkov konSpiraénych presvedceni —
vratane nasilného extrémizmu, odmietani ockovania, podpory autokratov a neliberalnych
politickych stran. Po druhé, rastuce povedomie o spoloc¢enskych Skodach ktoré konsSpiracne
presvedcenia mozu sposobit zviditelnilo potrebu kon3Spiracne presvedcenia obmedzit. Na
rozdiel od doterajsich vyskumov bude tato dizertatna praca vychadzat z pochopenia
konSpiraénych presvedéeni ako medzi-skupinovych postojov a otestuje hypotézu, Ze
intervencie proti konSpiraCnym presvedc¢eniam, ktoré sa zameriavaju na zlepSenie
medziskupinovych postojov, sa mézu ukdazat ako efektivnejsie ako predchadzajuci kognitivny
pristup. ZastreSujucim cielom prace bude preto posunut vedecké zameranie na pochopenie
konSpiraénych presvedceni ako postojov medzi skupinami. Zmenou perspektivy vyskumu
praca ponukne novu paradigmu vedeckych pristupov k potlaceniu konspirativneho zmyslania.

Psychologicky vyskum konspiraénych presvedceni za posledné roky viedol k identifikacii
mnohych pri¢in a dosledkov dévery konspiraénym téoridm. Jedna z oblasti tohto vyskumu,
ktord zatial zostdva takmer Uplne neprebadana, sa tyka toho, ako konspiraéné presvedcenia
ovplyviiuju a st ovplyvriované interpersonalnymi vztahmi. Zatial ¢o osamelost a socialne
vylicenie moze prispievat k dovere konspiracnym tedriam, konspiracné presveddéenia su zasa
spojené s nizSou spokojnostou v blizkych vztahoch, ¢o méze viest k bludnému kruhu vzajomne
posilfujucich sa vztahov.

Psychologicky vyskum konspiraénych presvedceni za posledné roky viedol

k identifikacii mnohych pric¢in a dosledkov dovery konspiracnym téoriam. Jedna
z oblasti tohto vyskumu, ktora zatial zostava takmer Uplne neprebddana, sa
tyka toho, ako kon3piraéné presvedcenia ovplyviuju a su ovplyviiované
interpersonalnymi vztahmi. Zatial ¢o osamelost a sociadlne vyluéenie moze
prispievat k dovere konspiracnym tedriam, konspiraéné presvedéenia su zasa
spojené s nizsou spokojnostou v blizkych vztahoch, ¢o mdze viest k bludnému
kruhu vzajomne posilfiujlcich sa vztahov. Ulohou tejto prace bude lepsie
pochopit mechanizmy stojace na pozadi tychto stvislosti a potencidlne
identifikovat faktory, ktoré dokazu zmierriovat negativne tucinky dovery
konspiracnym tedridam na kvalitu medziludskych vztahov.

Psychological research on conspiracy beliefs in recent years has led to the
identification of many causes and consequences of trust in conspiracy theories.
One area of this research that remains almost entirely unexplored concerns
how conspiracy beliefs influence and are influenced by interpersonal
relationships. While loneliness and social exclusion may contribute to trust in
conspiracy theories, conspiracy beliefs are, in turn, associated with lower
satisfaction in close relationships, potentially leading to a vicious cycle of
mutually reinforcing dynamics. The aim of this work is to better understand the
mechanisms underlying these relationships and to potentially identify factors
that can mitigate the negative effects of trust in conspiracy theories on the
quality of interpersonal relationships.

Sucasné intervencie zamerané na znizovanie dovery v kon$piracné tedrie
vykazuji obmedzend Gcinnost, ¢o mdze byt spdsobené tym, Ze vacsina z nich
sa sustred’uje na individudlne kognitivne faktory a ignoruje socialny rozmer
konspira¢nych presvedcéeni. Okrem toho doterajsie intervencie vo velkej miere
zanedbdvali skuto¢nost, Ze isté socialne faktory (napr. socialna identita) mozu
byt pri¢inou tak kon$piracnych presvedcéeni, ako aj ich negativnych dosledkov.
Tento projekt sa preto zameria na skimanie medziskupinovych emacii,
socialnych noriem a/alebo inych socialnych procesov spojenych s déverou
konspira¢nym tedriam s ciefom navrhnut a otestovat intervencie zamerané na
redukovanie konspiraénych presvedéeni a/alebo ich negativnych dosledkov
prostrednictvom adresovania tychto socialnych procesov.

Current interventions for reducing conspiracy theory beliefs show limited
effectiveness which may be due to the fact that most of them target individual
cognitive factors and ignore the social dimension of conspiracy beliefs.
Additionally, extant intervention efforts so far largely neglected to account for
the fact that underlying social factors (e.g. social identity) may be causing both
conspiracy theory beliefs and their negative outcomes. Therefore, this project
will be aimed at examining intergroup emotions, social norms and/or other
social processes associated with belief in conspiracy theories with the aim of
designing and testing interventions aimed at reducing conspiracy theory beliefs
and/or their negative consequences by addressing these social processes.

Ekonomické a existencné krizy poslednych rokov viedli k zvysujicim sa pocitom
neistoty a uzkosti. S ¢im suvisi aj ndrast poctu nepodloZencyh presvedceni.
Dizertacnd prdca sa bude opierat o o van Prooijenov (2020) model
existencidlnej hrozby a o socidlno-funkcény pristup (Cottrell & Neuberg, 2005). V
dizertacnej prdci student/ka preskuma vztah medzi preZivanou neistotou
(subjektivnym pocitom existencnej neistoty a hrozby), vnimanou (subjektivnou
a/alebo objektivnou) ekonomickou nerovnostou a nepodlozenymi
presvedceniami. Prostrednictvom experimentdlinych studii bude Student/ka
testovat, ¢i mozno eliminovat nepodloZené presvedcenia prostrednictvom
manipuldcie Strukturdlnych podmienok.

The economic and existential crises of recent years have led to increasing
feelings of uncertainty and anxiety. This is related to the increase in
unwarranted beliefs. The dissertation is based on the model of existential
threat by van Prooijen (2020) and a socio-functional approach (Cottrell &
Neuberg, 2005). In the dissertation, the student will examine the relationship
between experienced uncertainty (subjective feelings of existential uncertainty
and threat), perceived (subjective and/or objective) economic inequality and
unwarranted beliefs. Through experimental studies, the student will test
whether unwarranted beliefs can be eliminated by manipulating the structural
conditions.

If we make an attempt to summarise the dominant strands in the current
conspiracy beliefs (CBs) literature, we will see that it offers a three-dimensional
explanation of why individuals may become exceedingly adherent to CBs and
predominantly points to individual characteristics, experiences of existential
threats and appraisals of structural factors as CBs antecedents. The three
dimensions seem to be intertwined and it is possible that adherence to CBs
results from subtle interactions between all these factors. However, due to the
nature of most studies, we are bound to interpret the associations between
each of the three dimensions and CBs as correlations. There is still relatively less
research indicative of causal and temporal patterns of relationships between
CBs and their potential social-psychological causes and consequences. The aim
of the prepared dissertation will be to disentangle the relationships and delve
deeper into the causal and temporal sequences using longitudinal and/or
experimental research on the phenomena in question. The dissertation will aim
to systematise and integrate three types of factors — individual characteristics,
structural factors and experiences of existential threats — into a comprehensive
longitudinal model. The dissertation will thus contribute to the current state of
the art in CBs research by delivering a novel understanding of the social-
psychological reality of CBs comprising all three dimensions. Assisted by
supervisor, the student will work on the design of a longitudinal study and will
individually design and execute at least one experimental study for to meet the
thesis objectives.

From disinformation operations to populist rhetoric and foreign propaganda,
the ongoingilliberal attacks on liberal democracies aim to spread and exploit the
conspiratorial mindset among the public. The rise of the mindset at the centre
stage of policy concerns has led to two major streams of research. First, research
on conspiracy beliefs (CBs) has highlighted psychological risk factors and
documented the extent of CBs negative behavioural consequences - e.g.,
fuelling violent extremism, vaccine hesitancy, support for autocrats and illiberal
political parties. Second, the growing awareness of societal harms stemming
from CBs has also generated a prolific research program focused on
misinformation and mostly online and cognitive interventions to curb its
prevalence. Contrary to research efforts to date, the current PhD thesis will stem
from the understanding of CBs as intergroup attitudes and hypotheses that anti-
CBs interventions that focus on improving intergroup attitudes may prove more
effective than the former cognitive approach. The overarching aim of the thesis
will be thus to shift scholarly focus towards dealing with CBs directly as
intergroup attitudes. By changing the research perspective, the thesis will offer
a new paradigm of scholarly approaches to curbing the conspiratorial mindset.

Annotation The dissertation focuses on examining religious and spiritual factors that

influence the formation and maintenance of conspiratorial beliefs. The
research builds on insights from the psychology of religion, assuming that
religiosity and spirituality can have dual effects — serving as sources of trust
and reducing conspiratorial beliefs, but also acting as catalysts for suspicion
and closed-mindedness toward other groups. The aim of the work is to identify
specific dimensions of religiosity and spirituality that either promote or reduce
the inclination toward conspiratorial beliefs.
